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1. Stuart Broad surpasses Glenn McGrath to become second highest wicket-
taker among pacers in Tests ( Sept. 12, 2022 )

England pace veteran Stuart Broad on 11 September went past Australian
great Glenn McGrath to become the second-most successful pacer in history of
Test cricket.

IMPORTANT FACTS -

* He achieved this feat during the third and final Test against South Africa playing for
England at The Oval.

* Broad took his 564th Test wicket by dismissing South African captain Dean Elgar Ibw
for 36.

» After taking this wicket, Broad has become the second most successful fast bowler in
Tests, with his compatriot James Anderson taking the first spot with 666 wickets in this
format.

* Broad has now 565 wickets in 159 Tests at an average of 27.81 and economy rate of
2.94. His best bowling figures in an innings are 8/15.

* Broad became the fifth-highest wicket-taker in Test cricket behind Muttiah
Muralitharan (800), Shane Warne (708), James Anderson (666), and Anil
Kumble (619).

2. US Open : Carlos Alcaraz defeats Casper Ruud in four sets to win maiden
Grand Slam ( Sept. 12, 2022 )

Carlos Alcaraz, on September 11, won the men’s singles title in US Open 2022
after beating Norway’s Casper Ruud 6-4, 2-6, 7-6 (7-1), 6-3 in the final at
Arthur Ashe Stadium.

IMPORTANT FACTS -

* He also became the youngest world No. 1 player in the history of the ATP rankings.

* The 19-year-old has become the second youngest player in the Alcarez Open Era after
American great Pete Sampras.

* Alcaraz has become the youngest Grand Slam winner since Spanish stalwart Rafael
Nadal won the French Open trophy in 2005, at 19.
He is the youngest US Open winner in 1990 since 19-year-old Pete Sampras, the
American legend.

* Spain's young tennis star Carlos Alcarez and Norway's Kasper Rudd reached the
finals of the US Open.

Olympic gold medalist javelin thrower Neeraj Chopra on September 8 achieved
another historic feat, becoming the first Indian to win the coveted Diamond
League Final title in Switzerland.

* Neeraj Chopra has become the first Indian to win the Diamond League trophy.

* He overtook Czech Republic's Jakob Vadleccho with a throw of 88.44m.
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Neeraj's first throw was a foul, while the second throw measured 88.44 metres, which
* was enough for him to win the title.

* Neeraj threw third throw 88, fourth 86.11, fifth 87 and sixth throw of 83.60 meters.
* Germany's Julian Weber finished third with 83.73m.

* With this win, Neeraj won the prize money of Rs 23.98 lakh and also captured the
Diamond Trophy.

* Neeraj did not participate in the first Diamond League held in Doha and the third in
Silesia.

* In Stockholm, Neeraj had made a national record with a throw of 89.94m, but he could
only win a silver medal.

* He became the winner in Lausanne and now he has also won the gold medal in the finals.

5. Harmanpreet Singh nominated for FIH Player of the Year Award -2021-22 (
Sept. 7, 2022))

Indian hockey player Harmanpreet Singh has been selected among the five
players nominated for the Men's Player of the Year award for the 'FIH Hockey
Stars Awards 2021-22' on 6 September.

* Called chundam vallam or snake boat, the canoe carries 100 to 150 expert sailors and
the boats are up to 38 metres long.

* Both male and female sailors participate in the Nehru Trophy Boat Race.
* The sailors who win the competition are awarded a silver trophy.

* |t started with a boat race in 1952 on the banks of the Punnamada Lake near the town of
Alappuzha in Kerala to welcome Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, the first Prime Minister of India.
